During the warmer days of summer, we have the
opportunity to work on the “dead “ wood on our bonsai.
This does not mean that we will remove the dead wood
from the tree although many visitors ask why we do not
trim it off... This affords us a great way to explain the
reasons for keeping it. We all learn, visitors, beginning
bonsaiists, and seasoned veterans, that the old, dead
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Juniperus procumbens ‘nana’ tanuki that was
donated by Marty Mann, who was a long time
member and major contributor to the club and to
the bonsai community in California. A tanuki is
a plant matched with a piece of dead wood. It is
grown onto the deadwood to look like a bonsai.
This takes many years of development.

limbs indicate age much more than newer limbs and that
it adds to the aesthetics, character, and age of a tree. On
a California juniper, it would be a shame to eliminate part
of a 200 or 300 hundred year old tree trunk that is still a
section of the original history and growth! (Just like our
old age lines on our faces... they tell a story!) Cleaning
the dead wood and protecting it with wood hardeners

and/or lime sulphur are critical at this stage also since
wood rot and termites can cause problems at some later
stage. Some of our bonsaiists also like to add a colored
pigment for enhancement but we should all be careful to
keep it a living tree and just a sculptor. Thanks to all our
volunteers for working on the dead wood and explaining
it to visitors to the Pavilion... they are always so very
interested!
